A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR
Hi Friends,

As | write this, | am preparing to leave for Nigeria. | am very grateful for
the chance to be traveling once again with John Beck, Chris Perry, and Jon
Davison to meet with the leaders of our seven Nigerian church campuses.

Our trip this year will take us deeper into Nigeria, as we travel to our
first Nigerian campus, the Sapele Highway campus of Freedom Church
International (located outside of Warri in Delta state). The Sapele
campus is of great importance to us because it serves as the primary
training ground for our new pastoral leaders and the “sending center”

from which we send out leaders to plant new campuses of FCl. The - : -
leaders of all seven of our Nigerian campuses will travel to Delta state to PASTOR MARK PRICE
join us for a series of worship services and meetings while we are there.

The worship services will be morning and evening gatherings of Freedom Church’s Sapele campus church
family, along with people from the community and the leadership teams of our other six Nigerian campuses. Our
time with these leaders is of great importance, since it is our best chance to hear first-hand from these leaders
about the challenges they are facing and what God is doing in their congregations, and for us to pass on to them
more of the DNA of Freedom Church International and of what God is saying to us. These gatherings are a source
of great encouragement for all of us as church leaders, and they provide us with an opportunity to impact the host
church’s congregation and community as we worship and serve together.

On this trip, we will formally set apart and commission the pastoral leaders of our two campuses which were
officially launched in Edo state in January. We will also be able to distribute a large amount of food for those in
need and school supplies for the children in Sapele. We will spend time visiting the medical clinic of our own Dr.
Ofoafo, the head of our medical outreach, and praying over his team. We will pay a visit to the regional king of
Mosogar and pray with him. Then, we will conclude our time in Delta state by ministering in Pastor Isaiah’s home
church, God’s Standard Bible Church, in Warri on Sunday, February 2nd.

Our team departs the Eastern Shore on Monday morning, January 27th. We will return to Fairhope around 2:00
am, on Tuesday, February 4th. Please pray daily for our team and for all of the people to whom we will minister. |
speak for all four members of our team when | say that we are very grateful for your prayers and for the opportunity
to represent you in Africal
